
 A Chat With Pastor... 
As a new school year begins for our students, that means there are several activities at Holy Cross that will 
begin again as many of us bring our summer vacation schedules to an end.  In particular, our fall worship 
schedule will begin again on Sunday, September 12, with our contemporary worship service at 8:30am, 
Sunday School (for adults, youth, and children) returns at 9:45am, and our traditional worship service 
moves back to 11:00am. 
 

I am very excited about our ministry programs, Christian education opportunities, and our outreach 
possibilities.  In fact, seeing our Open Arms center fill up again with children, boards and committees 
making plans for the fall, and more people and new groups moving in and out of our facility, I am reminded 
that Holy Cross is definitely a òlivelyó church.  A lively church has some interesting characteristics.  For 
example: 
 

A lively church has lots of noisy children and young people. 
A dead church is always very quiet. 
 

A lively church often changes the way things are done. 
A dead church doesn't have to. 
 

A lively church often asks for more program and mission money. 
A dead church has plenty of money for what it does. 
 

A lively church asks people to open up and risk involvement. 
A dead church plays it safe and never risks. 
 

A lively church sees challenges and opportunities. 
A dead church sees problems and dangers. 
 

A lively church believes in God's future and let's go in faith. 
A dead church believes in the past and òholds on.ó 

 

I recently met with our church council and elders to discuss this upcoming school year and our future, and 
they developed some lively goals for our church.  First, they believe strongly that our youth are of utmost 
importance to our mission and ministry.  Second, they believe that we need to strengthen our church family 
through a variety of small group activities.  Third, they believe we need to continue to focus on outreach.  In 
particular, we need to be very intentional in taking our church to our community and not simply waiting for 
the community to come to us. 
 

You will hear more about these goals throughout the year and as we begin a new season of ministry 
activities, I encourage you to continue looking for ways that you can do ministry in your home, where you 
go to school, where you work, and throughout our community.  Holy Cross has a lot of strengths as a church 
and we want to continue to engage our culture, as a serving church, with the message of Jesus' love and 
forgiveness.

Responsibilities for the different items 
that needed to be done were split up between 
all the churches in the district and Holy Cross 
is sharing the responsibility for the Presidentôs 
Reception with Our Savior Lutheran Church 
in Raleigh.  So between Our Savior and Holy 
Cross, we are responsible for providing finger 
foods, fruit, appetizers, etc. for 150-200 peo-
ple on Friday night September 17th.  Elaine 
Reese has graciously agreed to be the chair-
person for Holy Cross and I think all of the 
planning is complete but if you have any ques-
tions please contact her.  Thank you so much 
for handling this Elaine!  

Then on October 3rd is the Craft/Bake Sale.  
You still have time to get those crafts ready.  I 
have even talked my husband into donating 
some pickled orca.  So get going crafters and 
bakers.
